The Center is pleased to report on several activities funded under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Strengthening Communities Fund (SCF).  First, as mentioned in a previous newsletter, Grant Select, a web-based directory of the most current federal, state, foundation, corporate and other funding opportunities, has been installed at the downtown Toledo-Lucas County public library. Library card holders have the ability to remote access this site and/or can receive further technical assistance from Linda Koss, the library’s Grantsmanship Specialist (419-418-2292 or Linda.Koss@TOLEDOLIBRARY.ORG.) Linda tells us the usage rate for May and June has exceeded original expectations and she believes the new remote card access feature is the key contributor to this success.
